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Canine Influenza is in Texas with a recent outbreak occurring in San Antonio.  With the busy boarding season coming up, there is the very real possibility that dogs traveling from the San Antonio area to the DFW area could bring this new virus with them.

Upon the advice of our vet, PCOS is recommending that all clients have their dog(s) vaccinated against Canine Influenza by October 28th, 2011.

We understand that some owners will decide against having their dog(s) immunized, PCOS will still board, day care and train these dogs, with the understanding that they may come into contact with the new virus and become ill.
